Article   2 

Time of validity of this Contract is  ___ (___________  ) months, starting from___________to _______. 

The validity of the contract will be automatically extended for further 12 months at a time, unless one of the contract parties gives a written note of canceling the Contract at least one month before it expires.

Article   3

The contract party commits itself to pay the price of_______€ (___________________________EUROS) in advance up to the last use day and after the set accounts according to the valid price list for the use of  berth on_WATER __in the period defined in Article 2.  

For the following years, the price will be counted according to the pricelist for valid at that time.

Article 4
The Owner is obliged to pay the total amount from Article 3. within 7 days upon signing the contract, and before boat's arrival to the marina. The payment can be done:

1. to the Marina's transfer account No,

2. to the Marina's foreign account No, or

3. at the Marina's Reception, unless the Contract Parties agree differently. 

Other services offered by the NCP-Marina Mandalina should be paid by the Owner or the person that ordered services immediately after the service is completed, and upon the receipt of invoice. Rent of trailers/ boat cradles has to be paid in advance. 

Article 5

Marina reserves the right to check the reported dimensions of the vessel and to change the price accordingly.

Article 6

In case the owner does not pay the berth fee on the day of signing the Contract at the reception desk of the Marina or latest within 7 days from the day of signing by remittance to the account number at Marina's bank, the contract will be considered annulled without further notice.

In case the owner leaves the vessel in the Marina on the date of signing the contract, but fails to perform the payment within the following 7 days period, Marina will move the vessel to the storage place on land at the owner's expense. The owner will be charged daily fees for storage on land services and all other expenses therewith connected, according to the valid price list. For the period prior to the removal of the vessel to the storage place on land, the owner will be charged for the berth fees on a daily basis.

By the day of annulment of the contract, according to Paragraph 1 of the article, Marina ceases to bear any responsibility for the condition of the contracted vessel and all possible damages are at the owner's expense.

Article 7

The parties agree that the Marina acquires the right to retain the owner's vessel specified in Article 1 of this contract by the day of the signing of the contract, for all unsettled debts according to Article 3 of this contract, i.e. if the owner does not pay the service which is subject of this contract and is rendered by Marina as well as all other services related to the berthing of the vessel of the marina.

If the owner does not settle the payment within 60 days from the date of expiration of the contract, ACI will institute legal actions, as stated in Paragraph 1 of this Article, and in accordance with the pronounced court sentence, will acquire the right to square the outstanding claims by selling the vessel or parts of the vessel. 

Article 8

 By signing the contract, the Owner is acquainted and agreed with:

- General terms of the Contract concluding  

- Book of Rules on order in the Marina

- Signed inventory list

- Price list for the current year,

which are constituent parts of this Contract.

Article 9

Possible disagreements of claims that could arise from this Contract, the contract parties will solve by mutual agreement. If this is not possible, the case will be solved by the competent Croatian court in Šibenik. Marina can cancel the Contract before its expiration in the case:  

- of disregard of the trading conditions or the order regulations of the NCP-Marina Mandalina 

- of irregular payment for the use of berth or for any other services.

Any responsibility of the Marina for the Vessel ceases on the date of cancellation or expiration of the Contract.

Article 10

This Contract is made in two identical copies, one for each contract party.  Both contract parties agree with all above mentioned terms, and confirm it by signing it.
